Instructions for doing fecal tests, using the flotation method
                                   (by Sherri Tallmon – Hidden Oaks Llama Ranch 503-710-7541)

· First you need to collect a fresh fecal sample…3-4 pellets is all that is necessary.  If the llama has not willingly given you a fresh sample, you can take it from them, it’s very simple, although not the most favorite method.  
I use a surgical glove, add some lube and gently insert a few fingers into the rectum of the llama, scooping out a sample.

· Next I take the fecal testing vial, remove the insert or inner part and then fill the vial with the sugar solution (i.e. Sheather’s) up to the point of the arrow.  Place it on a paper towel as some solution will run over before you are done. 
I then take the inner part and use it to pinch off ½ of a fecal pellet.  One for each side of the insert.

· Put the insert back into the vial and agitate it until it’s mixed well, press it down all the way into the vial and turn clockwise until it stops….about a ¼ turn.

· Next fill the vial the rest of the way with the sugar solution until it forms a meniscus.  Now using the edge of the cover slip, remove any air bubbles and then place the cover slip on top of the vial.

· I usually set up the test and wait about 12 hours.
· Remove the cover slip, lifting it straight up from the vial and place on a glass slide; you’re now ready to view it under the microscope.  I always start in the upper left hand corner of the cover slip, working to the right, then down, to the left, then down, to the right and so on.  


· Keep a tally of the number of eggs or oocysts you see.  Then consult your veterinarian as to which dewormer he/she recommends, dosage and how often.  For coccidia, the treatment is Baycox (Toltrazuril) in the case of EiMac.  

Supplies Needed:

-Microscope with a movable stage, (eyepiece 10x) setting range 4x, 10x, 40x, 100x. (I use the 10x lens for everything) and it must contain its own light source.
-Glass slides and cover slips
-Fecalyzer test vials (can be purchased individually or a box of 50).

-Sheather’s Sugar Solution 
-Plastic bottle with dropper end (these can be found at most beauty supply stores)

-Paper Towels

Just some personal thoughts I want to pass on:


· Have a hay analysis done to check the protein level, on each batch you get, even if it's from the same place.  

· Our vet suggests feed should be around 12-14%, nothing less than 10%, unless it's being used for weight loss.

· Monitor your llamas/alpacas weight monthly, either by a scale or body score.

· If a llama/alpaca is thin, have a fecal test done.  Treat for the particular parasite/coccidia.

· A llama/alpaca can be full of parasites or coccidia and NOT have diarrhea!

· Dewormers are NOT a treatment for coccidia.  Use Baycox (Toltrazuril).
· If the llama/alpaca continues to drop weight, have a blood workup done immediately.

· Know your llamas/alpacas, watch for ABNORMAL behavior.  When you feed, make sure everyone comes in to eat.  Question the ones that sit off by themselves during feeding time.
· If your llama/alpaca goes "off" their feed, you need to act quickly.  Talk to your vet and have blood work done.

One more thing…I’m NOT a vet, just sharing from personal experience.  It’s always best to check with your vet before treating for parasites and make sure you have the correct product & dosage.  My hope is to share the knowledge I’ve gained this past year and continue to encourage other breeders/owners to do the same.  If we don’t openly talk about these issues, no one will learn from them!
